DOMENIC DISTEFANO HONORED WITH PWCS ACHIEVEMENT IN THE ARTS AWARD

Rhode Island-born artist Domenic
DiStefano has been painting and
teaching watercolor for over 50 years.

Domenic was always interested in
drawing and painting, and his teachers
recognized his talents at an early age.
The two who inpuenced Domenic most
were Rodney Clark, who taught him
perspective, and John Geiszel who
taught him watercolor. It was another
friend, Frank Davis, who introduced him
to Rockport, MA. Domenic fell in love with
Cape Ann and has returned every year
to paint the wonderful light he so cleverly
places in his paintings wherever he
wants, loosely and boldly expressing his
passion for Rockport.

Domenic approaches his work with a
direct and forceful attitude. His technique
is a mixture of spontaneity, transparent
colors and aggressive brushwork to
create dynamic landscapes that bring the
viewer not just to the painting but inside
it as well.

Publications including International Artist,
American Artist Magazine, Palette Talk,
Watercolor Your Way, The Watercolor
Landscape Techniques of 23 International
Artists and Artists of Southeastern
Pennsylvania have featured Domenicis
paintings and teaching styles. In addition,
Domenic is the author of Painting
Dynamic Watercolors, published by North
Light Books in 1999.

Domenic is an elected member of many
prominent art groups including American
Watercolor Society, Allied Artists of
America, Audubon Artists, North Shore
Art Association, Philadelphia Water Color
Society, Pennsylvania Watercolor Society,
Philadelphia Sketch Club, Rockport Art
Association, and the Salmagundi Club. He
has served as President of Philadelphia
Sketch Club and on the Board of
Directors of the American Watercolor
Society, where is a member of the Dolphin
Fellowship.

In addition to being an award winning,
serious, and recognized artist, the true
measure of his success ultimately lies in
the man himself. Serving as a mentor to
legions of devoted followers he has taught
and given of himself so generously over
the years, he leaves a legacy of love and
caring for all of us who shared his vision
and made it our own.
