Directions from the intersection of Rte. 3 (West 
Chester Pike) and Rte. 202:
Go west on Rte. 3 towards West Chester. The road 
becomes one way. When it splits, take the right onto 
Matlack Street. Turn left onto Chestnut Street and 
go about 1/2 mile. Take the right fork on to Hannum 
Avenue. After about a quarter of a mile, turn left 
onto West Strasburg Road (PA-162). You will pass 
Bradford Plaza (the Giant there has bathrooms and/or 
lunch) then cross Highland Road. Make the ýrst left 
after Highland onto Creek Road. After the barn on 
the right corner, make a right at the next drive. They 
do have a sign but itôs not visible until you get to the 
parking area.

Many still stay with us in supporting 
capacities, carrying out tasks that they 
have done for years, such as getting 
Crest Medals engraved, caring for our 
archives, preparing awards certiýcates 
or designing the prospectus. 

Putting our 107th Anniversary 
Exhibition together without an 
experienced leader does present 
some challenges, but I think we have 
a good plan underway. Given the 
newness of the cast, we decided to 
forgo the traditional setup of two co-
chairs and instead divide the work into 
several manageable chunks, involving 
practically everyone on the board. 



GOING DIGITAL - AN UPDATE

Keeping my eyes peeled for changes 
in the jurying process across 
the nation, I have noticed that a 
prospectus from a local organization is 
currently more likely to request digital 
submission than one from a national 
organization. Of those that have taken 
the plunge, many are likely to accept 
both digital and slide submissions, but 
will apply a higher entry fee for slides. 
The reason for this premium is that 
they need to scan the slides so that the 
juror can view all entries via one type 
of display.

Speciýcations seem to vary from those 
looking for high resolution suitable 
for printing (300 dpi, 1200 x 1800 
pixels, 4ò x 6ò, for example) to others 
requesting a low resolution of 72 dpi 
with a maximum of 700 pixels in either 
direction. The latter would facilitate 
submission via email while those 
requiring the higher resolution tend to 
ask for CD submission only. For those 
without a digital camera or a computer, 
a recommendation of having the slide 
or photo scanned at a local camera 
store or drug store is often included.

Since we hope to continue to produce 
a full color catalog featuring all 
accepted entries, the PWCS would 
need all digital submissions to have 
the higher resolution. And since we 
receive between 400 and 600 entries, 
we may not be in a position to accept 
both slides and digitals, considering the 
extra work required to scan the slide 
submissions. The irony of this transition 
period is that more and more of us 
actually already take digital photos 
of our artwork and then have them 
processed as slides in order to enter 
exhibitions that jury from slides only.

Starting with a digital image that is then 
used to generate a slide, as is often the 
case today, puts a whole new slant on 
any concern about an artist enhancing 
the image on the computer. My hope 
is of course that we are all honest and 
upstanding citizens, and that we do 
not use the tools at our disposal to 
do anything other than match the on-
screen image to the original painting. 
Since the actual work will be compared 
to the submitted image upon delivery, 
any alteration would be a high-risk 
gamble that could result in the work 
being rejected.

Please let me hear from you about 

your experiences, whether you have 
participated in digital submission 
or been on the receiving end as a 
volunteer or as a juror. We would like 
to target 2009 as our year of transition 
and spend the next many months 
getting better educated on all the 
issues. We welcome your input. 

The reason I am sharing this with you 
is that this new structure offers an 
opportunity for others to get involved, 
learning a new task or simply being 
part of the team without having to carry 
the major burden. It is a commitment of 
talent and time, but very satisfying as 
you see it all come together. 

If you are interested in becoming 
involved, with the show and/or as a 
board member, please contact me. We 
are particularly in need of artists that 
are computer savvy, especially those 
experienced in design and desktop 
publishing software.

So, brave those winter storms, create 
something beautiful to share with us, 
and join our team of volunteers! I look 
forward to hearing from you!
